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This report has been compiled to give information about the
offenders (beneficiaries) worked with on the PS Plus 3 project in
HMP Wellingborough — a male closed category C prison in the
East Midlands. The project ran for 14 months between 1% April
2007 and 30™ June 2008, in which time 425 beneficiaries were
started on the project. At its peak, it is estimated that the project
worked with approximately 25% of the prison population.

Of the 425 beneficiaries started, 23% (98) left the project early
with 87% of these transferring to a non-PS Plus prison
establishment.

Demographics

0 64% (272) of the beneficiaries started in Wellingborough
were White-British. 36% (151) of the beneficiaries were
from ethnic minority groups (where known), and 17
beneficiaries were from outside the United Kingdom.

0 58% (247) of beneficiaries started in Wellingborough
were aged between 21 and 30, with the average age on
starting the project being 30 years 6 months.

o0 The most common offence type of beneficiaries started in
Wellingborough was theft, burglary or robbery (36%)
followed by violent offences (29%).

o Comparison to the rest of the beneficiaries worked with in
male PS Plus prisons shows that beneficiaries started at
Wellingborough were significantly more likely to require
assistance with drugs, education, employment, finance,
housing and life issues.

Plus prisons shows that beneficiaries in Wellingborough
were significantly less motivated on starting the project.
